Brian Ockert, the man behind ChaosMen.com spoke 
with JUB about how he got his start in the industry, 
his popular website, and his new, glossy coffee ta-
ble book featuring some of the beautiful men he’s 
photographed over the past several years. 

JUB: When did you decide you wanted to become a 
photographer?
Bryan: I stumbled into it. Seven years ago, I started my 
own site. It was basically an “ego” site with info about 
me, a fotojournal, and eventually I added cams all 
around the house. It was kind of a fun hobby, but then 
the site got wildly popular and too expensive to handle 
all the bandwidth it was using up... So I asked some of 
my hot friends to pose for me and created a small mem-
bership area to help cover the expenses. This was back 
before video could be served up on the Internet, and it 
was all about photos. Suddenly I was a photographer.
 

JUB: How do you find your hot models?
Bryan: A lot find my photos and want to work with me. 
Some come from off the street, and I have a few friends 
that keep a constant eye out for hot guys.
 

JUB: Do your models inspire you as an artist?
Bryan: Definitely! If I don’t respond to the model in 
a physical or mental way, the photos are just terrible. 
Most photographers need 2-3 amazing images from a 
shoot. I usually have to come up with 30-40 solid im-
ages for a gallery. If I can’t come up with 2-3 good shots 
from a shoot, then I ain’t feeling it from the model.
 

JUB: What has been your experience with running a 
popular website?
Bryan: I am pretty much doing everything that you see 
on the site. From managing models, their travel, web 
and graphic design, advertising, shooting and editing 
video, photoshoots... Hell, I’m even the tech support 
department, handling all member issues. It’s a lot for 
one guy to do. But, I eat, drink and sleep the site, and 
wouldn’t do it if I didn’t love every minute of it.
 

JUB: What was your inspiration for publishing the 
book?
Bryan: I wanted to do something that the other sites 
haven’t done. I wanted the book to be different even 
from other coffee table books, right down to the cover 
shot. Most male nude books have shirtless guys with 
muscles rippling. But I’m known for the intimate face 
shots and the intense looks I can get out of models. I 
think having Puma looking right into you is ten times 
better than a set of abs. So the cover doesn’t even follow 
the tried and true formula.  So I guess my inspiration 
was to do something different.
 

JUB: Why did you choose to self publish the book?
Bryan: Control. I’ve not always liked the way other 
companies have published my images. This way if it 
doesn’t turn out the way I like, it will be my fault.  I 
put the book together without even a thought about 
distributing. I figured fans of the site would buy it, and 
that would be my market. After putting it together and 
promoting it on only my site, I had a major distributor 
contact me to distribute in all their major outlets. I was 
like, “I can do that?”  I was thinking pretty small.
 

JUB: Has it always been your goal to publish a book 
of your work?
Bryan: No. I’ve really only wanted to make photos for 
the fans of my site and me. But every week I would get 
people telling me the stuff was great, and I should sell 
prints or make a book.  Finally, after years, my friend 
Bill basically hit me over the head and said, “It’s time. 
I will put it together if you can narrow it down to 300 
images.”   We were supposed to get it down to 100 im-
ages, like most books, but it’s twice the size of others, 
with 220 images. I had so many good images that I felt 
needed to be in the book, I couldn’t restrain myself!
 

JUB: What do fans of your website have to look for-
ward to in the future from ChaosMen.com?
Bryan: Thinking outside of the box. The ‘edge’ videos 
take a tried and true formula and turns it upside down. 
I’m looking to do that and more. I want to make videos 
that are more psychologically arousing, rather than go-
ing for “plot” or other formulas that have been done.
 

JUB: What is the one thing that fans of your work 
would be surprised to know about you? 
Bryan: That my parents are likely my biggest fans.

JUB: Where can readers find the new book?
Bryan: My site of course, where I will autograph a copy for 
anyone buying from there. But thanks to the distributor, it can 
be found at most major e-tailers, including TLAVideo.com, 
Amazon.com, Borders, and even your local gay bookstore.

Focusing on the Future
 

JUB recently sat down with porn actor Brent 
Corrigan to discuss his chaotic year and plans 

for the future. Fresh from an emcee appearance 
at a charity event for Community United against 

Violence in San Francisco, Brent seemed hopeful 
about an end to the hysteria brought about by reve-
lations that he was underage when he filmed various 

gay adult titles for Cobra Video.  He’s clearly 
anxious to move on, and has been hard 

at work on his site, BrentCorri-
ganOnline.com, in the hopes of 
turning his controversial career 
as an actor into one as a suc-
cessful porn producer.

It was September of 2005 
when Brent revealed to the 
world that he was 17 years 
old when he performed in 
4 hardcore titles for Co-
bra, not 18 years old as the 
law requires. Brent claims 

that an ex boyfriend pushed 
him to create a fake ID to 
find work in the gay adult 
industry, and it wasn’t long 
before he was the toast of 
twink porn… bottoming 
like an experienced pro-
fessional while flashing 
his trademark smile 
and strategically locat-
ed star tattoo.

The ensuing drama 
reached a high point in 
February of this year 
when Cobra filed a 
federal lawsuit against 
Brent for breach of con-
tract and trademark 
infringement, among 

other things. One of the claims involves owner-
ship of the name “Brent Corrigan” itself, which 
leaves Brent’s continued use of the name and do-
main names up in the air. He recently completed 
a movie for Falcon called The Velvet Mafia un-
der the stage name “Fox Rider,” but he believes 
he’ll prevail in the name dispute and plans to 
continue his career as “Brent Corrigan.”

In The Velvet Mafia, Brent appears with a large 
cast of well known Falcon exclusives, and enjoys 
a hot, hardcore scene with 2005 GayVN New-
comer of the Year, Roman Heart. Chi Chi LaRue 
and Paul Baressi make appearances in the film 
as well. Released on September 29, the film is 
available directly from Brent’s site.

Anyone who’s a regular reader of Brent’s blog 
on BrentCorriganOnline.com knows that he has 
legions of loyal, adoring fans. Brent hopes this 
fan base will appreciate his next major project, 
“RealBoysOnline,” which he’s putting together 
for an early 2007 release. His goal with the new 
site is to produce what he calls, a “more sincere” 
genre of porn that focuses on the intimacy be-
tween couples who really are into each other, 
rather than randomly cast by a director. He’s 
chronicled his foray into production in numer-
ous blog posts, giving his perspective as a 19 year 
old porn director, along with behind the scenes 
photos from some of his shoots.

It’s on his blog that his fans have come to know 
him as an intelligent, articulate 19-year-old, 
whose life in the fast lane hasn’t been all its 
cracked up to be. He takes great pride in the 
blog, particularly the “Ask Brent” section, where 
he answers questions about everything from his 
personal life, to the coming out process, to how 
to properly shave your backside.

He also has some advice for other young men 
who are considering work in the gay adult indus-
try. “Trust your instincts, and don’t be afraid to 
walk away if you don’t feel completely comfort-
able” he says. “Remembering that you have the 
power to say no, empowers you to say yes.”

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JUB: How did you meet?
Scott: We met on MassageM4M.
com and arranged a massage ex-
change; which is ongoing to this 
day. I liked Peter’s profile, read all 
of his reviews and decided I wanted 
to check him out to see if he was re-
ally as good as he looked. He was, 
indeed.  We moved in together 6 
months later.

JUB: How long have you been to-
gether?
Peter: Our 3-year anniversary will 
be February 17, 2007. We moved in 
together after 6 months but held on 

to Scott’s apartment in West Holly-
wood for the first year. Letting go of 
the apartment, merging our “stuff”, 
getting rid of old baggage and buy-
ing “new stuff” together was truly 
the next level of commitment. (Plus, 
we didn’t want our friends to think 
we were crazy lesbians with trailers 
on the first date!)

JUB: How do you inspire each 
other?
Scott: “Give me a hammer! One of 
the most challenging aspects of our 
relationship is that we live together, 
have a business together, work out 
together, have the same friends and 
spend most of our free time togeth-
er.  He is the detailed “numbers” 
guy and I am the big idea and “let’s 
change everything” guy.

In other 
words, I think we inspire each other 
because we compliment each other 
and seem to “rein the other in”. I get 
him to do things he wouldn’t nor-
mally do and he keeps me from go-
ing overboard.

Peter: “The first thing Scott inspired 
me to do was to take my nose off the 
grindstone from time to time.  I can 
get over-focused on work.

JUB: What the one misconception 
(if any) that people make about you 
as a couple and or individually?
Peter: On the surface and in print, 
we appear as “Mean Mother Fuck-
ers”. In truth, we are two of the most 
open, nurturing and accessible guys 
you will ever meet.  
Scott: The fact is, I am outwardly 
friendly and open but fairly direct 
and this can put people off if they

Peter: We both really carry “the 
Daddy Archetypal” energy.

JUB: What’s something that peo-
ple would be surprised to learn 
about you.
Scott: I played bass violin in the 
St. Louis Junior Symphony; I was 
a District Manager for a chain 
of women’s clothing stores; I de-
signed Yellow-Page ads; I danced 
as a boom-box-carrying stripper 
at bachelorette parties under the 
stage-name “Gino”; I escaped my 
own “Big Fat Greek Wedding” in 
1991; I am more “vanilla” than you 
would expect.

Brought to you by the guys behind BigMuscle.com, this 
free site caters to bears and their admirers.

BiggerCity.com
A web community for chubby gay men and their chas-
ers with both free and unrestricted paid accounts avail-
able.

Gay.com
You really can’t have a list of gay dating sites without 
mentioning the site that started it all. It’s still probably 
the largest of the bunch with tens of thousands of users 
online at all times of the day.

CraigsList.com
Thousands of men use Craig’s List to hookup everyday. 
There are no profiles here, its just a big classified ad sys-
tem that’s completely old school, but its free and very 
popular.

RentBoy.com
While not a typical dating site, RentBoy does help guys 
find each other for sex and bodywork.

Tips for Successful Online Connections: 

Be honest!
Lots of people are gun shy about online hookups be-
cause the Internet has a way of encouraging people to 
lie about themselves. Don’t say your looking for a long 
term relationship when you really want a sex buddy, 
and don’t inflate your own stats. The aim is to actu-
ally meet real, live people who will quickly determine 
whether or not you’ve been honest.
